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Cases Study of the Attachment Patterns of
Sexual Offenders

ABSTRACT

The sexual criminals all have different motives, ways of committing
crimes, and mental expectations. Yet, previous studies of criminal
psychology on the influence of family focused primarily on the criminals’
early experience and their interactions with their mothers. According to
Groth, the problems existing between sexual harassment criminals and
women usually result from their relationship with their mothers. Thus, if a
boy has problems establishing a healthy relationship with his mother, he is
very likely to commit sexual offense in the future. Although little attention
has been paid to the relationship between sexual criminals and their fathers, a
father indeed plays an important part as a role model in the growing process
of a boy. So, judging from the perspective of personality development, an
individual is influenced by his mother and father equally significantly.
Proponents of family interaction theory hold that if the environment in which
an individual grows up fails to gratify him both physically and mentally, he
is sure to fail in the socialization process.

This study involves the sexual criminals as subjects, investigating
how the criminals’ father and mother affect their types of attachment as well
as how family motive force influences the criminals’ attachment. Previous
studies in this field commonly pointed out that the sexual criminals are all
characterized by the lack of security attachment in their childhood, which in
turn affects the attachment relationship in their adulthood. If an individual
fails to obtain the security attachment relationship, he is very likely to find it
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difficult in the future to develop interactions with people, self-confidence,
empathy for others, relationship with their peers, and affinity with the
opposite sex. Therefore, based on the sexual criminals’ family motive force,
their attachment types and their ability to develop affinity, this study attempts
to classify the types of sexual criminals in the hope of providing a valuable
reference for future remedy against sexual criminals. The other subject is a
case study of the life history of the sexual offenders.
